Incarnation = in the flesh
1st John 4:2 “Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: 1Jo 4:3 And every spirit that confesses not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that [spirit] of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.”

1st Timothy 2:5 “For [there is] one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;’

John 6:53 “Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.”

This was the act of grace whereby Christ took our human nature into union with his Divine Person & became man. Christ is both God & man. Human attributes & actions are predicated of him & he of whom they are predicated is God. A Divine Person was united to a human nature (Acts 20:28; Rom 8:32; 1st Cor 2:8; Heb 2:11-14; 1st Tim 3:16; Gal 4:4).
